Theater Use Application 
 

 

Work Call includes all work performed by a stagehand when no performers are present. This usually 

includes Load-in, Lighting Focus calls and other non-performance activities. Although they may assist 

with loading/unloading trucks and basic scenery assembly City of Whittier Staff are not primarily 

carpenters or set designers. 
 

Rehearsal Call includes all work performed by a stagehand during the rehearsal of a presentation when 
no audience is present. Invited dress rehearsals fall under Performance Call. 
 

Performance Call includes all work performed by a stagehand during a performance.   
A Performance Call shall begin no later than “half hour” (30 minutes before a performance is scheduled to 
begin). Any activity prior to the scheduled curtain time, including opening the building and dressing 
rooms, setting props and set pieces, lighting and sound checks, shall be considered part of the 
Performance Call. Ample time should be scheduled for these activities. Any activity after the final curtain, 
including collecting or securing the props, sound or lighting equipment, raising of flying pieces, or clearing 
of set pieces necessary to safeguard the equipment or stage area as determined by the Center Theatre, 
and clearing and securing the building shall be considered part of the Performance Call.  
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
